The PCC fees include all charges for organist, heat+light etc, and minister's travelling expenses.

The fee for a funeral in church includes attendance at a committal in a cemetery or crematorium immediately 
afterwards.

If the minister is not required at a burial of cremated remains, £10 may be deducted from the PCC fee.

If for any reason the service is to be taken by a minister from another parish (e.g. funerals from St Mary 
Magdelene Billingham hosted at Wolviston), the minister's expenses will be payable to the minister rather 
than the PCC. In such cases, please confirm the correct figures with the churchwarden.

In the very rare cases where a substitute organist is required, additional expenses may be charged and we 
will notify you of these as soon as we know that this is the case.
