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With the exception of Thanksgivings/Renewals, these fees are based on the national figures for 2008 and apply to the parishes of All Saints Gt Stainton, St Peter's Bishopton,
St Cuthbert's Redmarshall, St John's Stillington, St James' Grindon (Thorpe Thewles) and St Peter's Wolviston for weddings taking place between 1 Jan 2008 to 31 Dec 2008

The charge for Thanksgivings/Renewals is based on the standard fees charged by local Registry Offices.
The PCC fees include all charges for organist, heat+light+admin etc, and minister's travelling expenses.

The charge for Permission to Video is payable whenever a video recording is to be made during the ceremony, either by an amateur or a professional recordist. All other charges are
your responsibility, and the person making the recording is responsible for obtaining the appropriate copyright licenses.

If you wish, we can produce smart but low-cost service sheets on your behalf. The sample charges shown under Optional Extras above are for up to 100 copies of a single folded sheet
in black and white or colour using a standard design but with the personalised details of your ceremony.

Bells are shown as an optional extra for Bishopton only, as this is the only church with a true peal of bells. The other parishes have a single bell with the exception of Redmarshall which
has three, and no charge is normally made for bell-ringing at those churches.

If for any reason the service is to be taken by a minister from another parish, the minister's expenses will be payable to the minister rather than the PCC. In such cases, please confirm the

correct figures with the Revd David Brooke (contact details below).

If for any reason the service is to be taken by a minister from another parish (e.g. funerals from St Mary Magdelene Billingham hosted at Wolviston), please confirm the correct figures
with the churchwarden.

Payment should normally be made in the form of a cheque for the total amount owing made payable to the PCC concerned. If possible, cheques should be sent two weeks before the

ceremony to allow time for them to be banked and cleared. At the very latest, payment should be brought to the rehearsal.

A deposit of £150 will be charged. To avoid difficulties we do ask you to include on your invitations and order of service a clear note informing guests that only bio-degradable
confetti is allowed, and we reserve the right to make an additional charge of up to £50 after the event to cover costs of clearing non bio-degradable confetti from the churchyard area.
